Dress Code:

Ensure that your attire is in line with the theme of the carnival and is comfortable for movement.

Equipment and Props:

If your performance or activity requires any specific equipment or props, please ensure that you
bring them along. Verify that everything is in working order to avoid any last-minute hiccups.
Belongings will be the responsibility of the particular individual. School will not be responsible
for any loss.

Hydration and Snacks:

There are food stalls of various items. Respond to the calls of those delicious items according to
your food habit and physical condition. Considering the pact performances of the students for
three continuous days, the school has made up not to provide any packaged item or processed
food to maximum number of students because we have no idea how students will react to these
items. If the food misbehaves with them or creates any sort of trouble, they will be away from
the stage which is not the dream of this GRAND CARNIVAL.

Backstage Etiquette:

If you are part of a performance, adhere to backstage etiquette. Maintain a quiet and focused
environment to ensure a smooth transition between acts. Green room will be monitored by
school staff members. Therefore, no one except school staff members will have an access of the
green room.

Photography Rules:

Audiences are requested not to stand from their sitting position (chair) blocking the view of
others who are sitting at the back and cross the barrier disturbing technicians who are controlling
both the sound and light on the stage. As a solution, we have a camera man capturing the
maximum presentation on the stage. We will upload the raw file of the photos on google drive so
that you can collect yours.
